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Renewals

Generally, you may renew any items you have checked out unless someone else has asked for
them. The easiest way to renew the items you have checked out is to go to VIRGO and click on
the Renew ltemson t he HfAser vi c eThenpultide yodr YWMAND mambenand PIN
number and VIRGO will renew the items you have checked out.

Recalls

You should NEVER HESITATE TO RECALL any item that you need for study or research!
Since graduate students and faculty can keep items out for extended periods of time, a recall is
the only way you can be certain to have items returned in plenty of time for you to use them.
When you recall an item, the current user will have an additional 8 days in which to return the
item to the library for your use. Should someone recall an item that you have checked out, note
that there are heavy fines imposed for failing to return a recalled item on time (see Fines below).

Brown Library reserves

Reserve materials are available at the circulation desk of the library listed for the material.
Please be aware of the circulation limitations for reserves. Some have a 2-hour checkoutd
failure to return reserve materials on time WILL RESULT IN SEVERE FINES.

Note that many instructors also place readings and class materials on their class or personal
web pages. These can usually be found by checking the ITC Instructional Toolkit Class Home
Pages or the Course Offering Directory. Please ask for assistance, if you cannot locate an
instructor's reserve material.

Interlibrary loan (ILL)

Although the University Libraries own over 5 million items, they do not own "everything". You
can request that items be borrowed from other libraries across the country and around the world
by submitting your request to Interlibrary Services. The easiest and quickest way to do this is
to use the online request link in the VIRGO online catalog. Books requested via ILS can
normally be obtained in 3 to 10 working days. Photocopies can often be obtained in less than 2
days.

Off Grounds Use of Library Resources

The Libraries provide two types of Web resources:

= E-books, images and other databases created by the Libraries. These are either out of copyright or were created at the University and are
generally freely available to all.

= E-books, e-journals, images and other databases that are covered by copyright. The Libraries license their use for the University and the
contracts generally restrict use to students, faculty and staff of the University. See access policy informaticon if vou're not sure about your
user status.

These licensed databases can ncrmally be used only from computers on Grounds, but there are several workarounds to allow use from home or
while travelling.

1. Use of a proxy account.
ITC maintains a proxy server that provides access to selected Web rescurces. Setting up to use it is a two step process: register with ITC for
a proxy account, then configure your Web browser for proxy use. ITC provides specific instructions for common Web browsers (Internet
Explorer, Firefox, ete.) and there is a video tutorial available.

z. UVaAnywhere
ITC provides a "virtual private network" that puts your computer temporarily on the UVA network. Register with ITC to put a certificate on
your computer, then download and install the network software.

3. UVaAnywhere-Lite
Like UVasAnywhere, this requires a personal certificate, but no additional software download is needed. Problems have been reported with a
fewr spacific rescurces.

Each of these methods has advantages and disadvantages.

Proxy can provide good access to the licensed Web rescurces. It's easy to set up and has little effect on the speed of your Web browsing, but
problems can happen when connecting to particular databases and performance may vary from cne Web browser to another.

Uvasnywhere is available for PCs running Windows or Linux, and for Macintosh computers running 05 ¥ or later. Once it's set up, UVA
nvyrhere provides reliable, fast a. with none of the database-specific oroblem: 1 yrith pr. It also works with non-Web resour: |
